formed = fashioned with an intent by divine activity = from dust of the ground, not evolution!
dust = dry or loose earth, soil = so as not to glorify in ourselves
The word for breath in Hebrew is ruach - the word imitates the very sound of breath - is the same word for Spirit, as is the case in both ancient Greek (pneuma) and Latin (spiritus). God created man by putting His breath, His Spirit, within him.
Trinity of man = body (dust), spirit (breathe of life), & soul

Garden = has a sense of enclosure or perimeter

Eden = pleasure & Septuagint has the Greek work paradeisos = paradise

“there he put man” =  John Eldredge, “Wild at Heart” implies man was created in the “outback”

Man knew no other place!

Christian “tree of life” = cross 

and its fruit = Eucharist

Rev 2:7  (church of Ephesus) He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches; To him that overcometh will I give to eat of the tree of life, which is in the midst of the paradise of God.
Rev 22:2  In the midst of the street of it (new Jerusalem), and on either side of the river, was there the tree of life, which bare twelve manner of fruits, and yielded her fruit every month: and the leaves of the tree (vs Fig leaves) were for the healing of the nations.

Three types of death:

Physical death = separation of your soul/spirit from your physical body

Spiritual death = separation of the individual from God

Eternal death = eternal separation of the lost from God, cast into the lake of fire

Rev 21:8  But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death.

It is not good = first time = not completed his work

that man should be alone = relationships
Scripture does not state specifically that God created Eve on the sixth day. But we may presume that Eve came upon the scene before the Sabbath (Gen 1:27) because God rested or ceased His creation on the seventh day.
help meet = ezer (Heb) compare with Eliezer = God is help

God …brought/Adam called = delegated His authority of dominion (3rd day God called last)

God goes about making Adam aware of his need and putting in him the desire to have a companion. It was God’s idea that Adam should have Eve. But the idea came to Adam was as if it was his own. I wonder how long it took Adam to catch on. It often takes us a long time before we realize that our good desires come from God.
