Serpent - nachash – snake Noun

As a verb means to practice divination or fortunetelling, learn by experience
Related word means to hiss or whisper
Imagery of serpents – Devil and his agents, beautiful and crafty (from a distance), Danger and punishment (Amos 5:19), Sin/Life (Num 21:6-9), Millennial Signpost (Isaiah 11:8 - innocent will play over the hole of the asp).
Subtile – 2x Job = crafty (negative) & 8x Proverbs = prudent (positive)

Said unto the woman – Where is Adam? And why is a snake talking?
Hath God said? – creating doubt in God’s word – Modern day higher criticism
Shall not eat – focuses on a restriction

v2 

We may eat – left out freely eat v2:16, ie to heart’s content

v3

Midst of the garden – focused on prohibited tree v2:9 focused on tree of life

Neither shall ye touch it – adding to God’s word

v4
Ye shall not surely die = separation = death = consequences of sin (compare with v2:17)

“surely die” =  muth-muth (die = Hebrew muth) emphatic

A direct contradiction to God’s word, just trying to scare you, God would never carry thru with it
Satan is condemning the concept of God’s absolute authority.
v2:9&17
Knowledge - da`ath =discernment, understanding, wisdom
v5
know/knowing – yada = to know by experience
be as gods – elohim = Elohim 

Serpent’s suggestion is that God is withholding something from them…

v6 – Evaluation Process
1. Saw – Sin begins with the sight of sin (Job 31:1 made a covenant with his eyes) 

2. Desired - second step on the path to sin, to covet (Innocent sight alone is not sin) –covert sin
3. Take – Eve had already sinned by coveting but deepened her sin by indulging –overt sin
Eve followed the 3 steps to sin: sight, desire and gratification

4. Final step of sin is involving others.

Gave also to her husband with her and he did eat – 

Was Adam with her the whole time?  Why did Adam eat also?

1Tim 2:12  But I suffer not a woman to teach, nor to usurp authority over the man, but to be in silence. 13  For Adam was first formed, then Eve. 14  And Adam was not deceived, but the woman being deceived was in the transgression. 15 Notwithstanding she shall be saved in childbearing, if they continue in faith and charity and holiness with sobriety.

1Cor 15:21  For since by man came death, by man came also the resurrection of the dead. 22  For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive. 23  But every man in his own order: Christ the firstfruits; afterward they that are Christ's at his coming.

Make one wise – 

Pro 1:7  The fear of the LORD is the beginning of knowledge: but fools despise wisdom and instruction.

Pro 9:10  The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom: and the knowledge of the holy is understanding.

Knew (yada – experienced) that they were naked –uncovered, shekinah glory left them

Their sense of guilt was immediate…
Fig leaves – covering   What kind of fruit tree was the Tree of Knowledge of Good and Evil?
Ex 29 “atonement” introduced – kaphar H. – to cover
Mat 21:19  And when he saw a fig tree in the way, he came to it, and found nothing thereon, but leaves only, and said unto it, Let no fruit grow on thee henceforward for ever. And presently the fig tree withered away. 20 And when the disciples saw it, they marvelled, saying, How soon is the fig tree withered away! 

Mark 11:13  And seeing a fig tree afar off having leaves, he came, if haply he might find any thing thereon: and when he came to it, he found nothing but leaves; for the time of figs was not yet. 14  And Jesus answered and said unto it, No man eat fruit of thee hereafter for ever. And his disciples heard it.

hid themselves – acknowledging that they had sinned
v9-11
God is seeking and asking questions to solicit a respond of repentance or any sign remorse…
God confronts Adam first holding him primarily responsible.

God is not content to leave Man in his lost condition.

v12-13
Adam blames woman and God
Eve blames the serpent
Where is the ownership of the sin? Repentance?  Did the Devil make them do it?
