If we count the year of creation as 1, then the Flood begins in the year of 1656, which is the year of the death of Methuselah.

Methuselah - Exact meaning is somewhat uncertain: “When he dies, judgment.” Others say: “When he is dead it shall be sent” (“it” refers to the Deluge) (Cornwall and Smith, Exhaustive Dictionary of Bible Names). Others say the name means: “Man of the dart” or “…javelin” (Holzinger / Also: Larry Richards, Every Man in the Bible.
