Gen 8:20-21 - smelled - ruwach - related but different word

smell 8, touch 1, quick understanding 1, accept 1

Symbolism of  "sea" - a place of sin 

· Destruction of sinful Mankind by the flood/sea

· Job 41 describes the futility of battle with Leviathan who lives in the sea
· Jonah cast into the sea
· Parting of the Red Sea
· Jesus walking on the sea & Peter sinking after taking his eyes off Jesus
· Disciples - fishers of men

· Living water cleanses and flows to the sea - Jordan to the Dead Sea
· The abode of sin:

Rev 13:1  And I stood upon the sand of the sea, and saw a beast rise up out of the sea, having seven heads and ten horns, and upon his horns ten crowns, and upon his heads the name of blasphemy.

Rev 20:13  And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their works. 
· Cannot sink into sin in heaven:

Rev 4:6  And before the throne there was a sea of glass like unto crystal: …

Rev 15:2  And I saw as it were a sea of glass mingled with fire: and them that had gotten the victory over the beast, and over his image, and over his mark, and over the number of his name, stand on the sea of glass, having the harps of God. 
Chapter 9

v1 & 7 - be fruitful and multiply - man in Genesis 1:28, Jacob Genesis 35:22

v2 - Man's dominion over the earth's creation is reinforced

v3 - Fundamental change in human relationship to the animals... Why?  Maybe a change in the productivity of the earth after the flood and a climate change.

v4-5 - Emphasis of blood equivalent to life - foreshadowing of Christ's blood

v6 - Establishment of civil government - justice & security/safety

The Bible teaches that the punishment of the guilty is the role of human government (Rom 13:1-4) so as to restrain man's depravity. It also teaches that the guilt of unpunished murder defiles a land (Num 35:31-34).
v8-11 - This covenant follows the command to be fruitful and multiply, and is an encouragement to be fruitful and multiply; since it is assured that their posterity would not be cut off again by a flood. This covenant was made not only with Noah, and his sons, but with all their succeeding offspring.
In Isaiah 54, God uses this promise as an example of His faithfulness of His promise to have mercy on Israel and restore her.

v12-18 - Rainbow (Heb. Qesheth) as a token (showing his weapon)

bow 68, archers + 03384 3, archers 2, archers + 01869 1, misc 3
Rev 4:3  And he that sat was to look upon like a jasper and a sardine stone: and there was a rainbow round about the throne, in sight like unto an emerald.

Rev 10:1  And I saw another mighty angel come down from heaven, clothed with a cloud: and a rainbow was upon his head, and his face was as it were the sun, and his feet as pillars of fire:

V18-19 

- 3 sons repopulated the world 

- Ham is the father of Canaan - hints at an infamous person

v20-24
- Noah returned to his occupation as a farmer

- 10 to 20 years later
- His drunkenness may or may not have been intentional

- Some speculation of sexual perversion because of the phrase "saw the nakedness of his father"

- Most likely literally "saw the nakedness of his father" and then spread the gossip, dishonoring his father

- covered their father's nakedness - restoring his honor

- knew what his younger son had done to him - either Ham or Canaan - gossip

v25-27

- Canaan may have been cursed because he started the issue or to hurt Ham more

v28-23

Noah lived 350 years after the flood but we only know of his drunkenness - died at 950.
