Chapter 21
v22-24 The treaty between Abraham and Abimelech.
- Abimelech was not a believer but had witnessed the power of Abraham's God over the incident with Sarah
v25-32 

- This was an opportune time to bring up an issue of disputed ownership of a well

- Abraham wanted to secure the title to the well, with sheep and oxen

- Seven ewe lambs as an extra payment to seal the deal (7 = spiritual completeness)

v33-34

v33 the everlasting God = Olam El = This is the first time this designation is applied to God in the Bible. 

The use of this name for God implies that Abraham looked at his moment in time in the light of eternity.

Abraham is over 100 years old but is looking at eternity.

Chapter 22

v1 tempt = (Heb) nacah (na-sa) = to test, try, prove, tempt, assay, put to the proof or test
prove 20, tempt 12, assay 2, adventure 1, try 1
James 1:13-14  13Let no man say when he is tempted, I am tempted of God: for God cannot be tempted with evil, neither tempteth he any man: 14But every man is tempted, when he is drawn away of his own lust, and enticed.

 - The only way to move to a higher level of faith is by pressure to exercise more faith than was ever previously necessary, such as Job.

v2-3 - OBEDIENCE!!!
v2 - Left home, let father & family, now give up your son

How did Moses respond when God called him to lead the children of Israel out of Egypt?

How did Elijah respond when God called him to witness before King Ahab and Queen Jezebel?

How did Jonah respond when God gave him a difficult assignment?

How did Peter respond when God commanded him to eat what he considered unclean?
How did Abraham respond….?
v3 - "rose early in the morning" - not eager…could not sleep

Matthew 21:28-31  28But what think ye? A certain man had two sons; and he came to the first, and said, Son, go work to day in my vineyard. 29He answered and said, I will not: but afterward he repented, and went. 30And he came to the second, and said likewise. And he answered and said, I go, sir: and went not. 31Whether of them twain did the will of his father? They say unto him, The first. Jesus saith unto them, Verily I say unto you, That the publicans and the harlots go into the kingdom of God before you.

v4-14
The story of the offering of Isaac is a foreshadowing of Christ
Hebrews 11:17-19  17By faith Abraham, when he was tried, offered up Isaac: and he that had received the promises offered up his only begotten son, 18Of whom it was said, That in Isaac shall thy seed be called: 19Accounting that God was able to raise him up, even from the dead; …

** First 21 Chapters of Genesis…no one raised from the dead…but had FAITH
v8 - God will provide himself a lamb - prophetic
