Chapter 35
v27-29 - Jacob visits his father Isaac one last time. Jacob left home when Isaac was about 137.  Now Isaac dies at 180.  Both brothers bury him.

Chapter36 

v1-5 a list of Esau’s wives and their children
v1 - Esau = Edom.

v 6-8 Esau’s move away from Jacob in Canaan to Seir.  "Esau is Edom."

Jewish tradition says (u), that Isaac left, all he had to his two sons, and that after they had buried him, Esau said to Jacob, let us divide what our father has left us into two parts, and I will choose because I am the firstborn; so Jacob divided it into two parts; all that his father had left he made one part, and the land of Israel the other part, and Esau took what his father left, and the land of Israel and the cave of Machpelah he delivered to Jacob and by that means, so it came to pass, that Esau dwelt in Seir; and Jacob remained secure and quiet in the land of Canaan:

v 9-19 a list of Esau’s children and grand children.

v16 - 1 Samuel 15:18 King Saul was to utterly destroy the Amalekites
v 20-30 the genealogy of Seir, the Horite.

v 21-43 a list of the kings who reigned in Edom. v43 - " he is Esau the father of the Edomites."
Why a genealogy listing?

Chapter 37
v1-2

The KJV renders the phrase with “These are the generations of Jacob” and the RSV says “This is the history of the family of Jacob.” The RSV rendering makes the most sense. In a sense Joseph’s story is the story of the whole family, since he saved all from starvation.  He comes through as the only one of Jacob’s sons who has a deep sense of righteousness and a living faith in God.
 v2 - No one likes a tattle-tale.
v3-4

v3 - "coat of many colors" compared to (MKJV) " a tunic reaching to the soles of his feet"
v4 - they could not conceal their hatred, but betrayed it by their speech
v5-11 - Joseph is naive and forth right in telling his family

- Joseph is a type or model of Christ

- First dream on earth

- Second dream in the heavens

v11 - Jacob sounds sort of like Mary pondering things in her heart about Jesus (Luke 2:19)

v12-17 
- Jacob trusted Joseph's honesty in reporting
- Jacob owned fields in Shechem

- Dispatched Joseph 60 miles alone
v18-25 - 

- Only evil was in their hearts; they wanted to do him harm but did not want blood on their hands

- Rueben being the first born was primarily responsible for Joseph's safety

- Calloused - sat down to eat after casting Joseph into the pit

- Joseph stripped of his clothes/like Jesus

- myrrh(death) brought by wise men 

- Egypt - Jesus was taken to Egypt

v26-36 - 

- 20 pieces of silver - silver =blood

- Jacob deceived by blood of a goat
