This ends the account of the nine plagues. The Bible tells us there are several reasons why God sent these plagues upon Pharaoh and Egypt:
· To answer Pharaoh's question, Who is the Lord? (Exo_5:2). In the plagues, God showed Himself greater than any of the false gods of Egypt

· To show the power of God through Moses (Exo_9:16)

· To give a testimony to the children of Israel for future generations (Exo_10:2)

· To judge the false gods - demons, really - of Egypt (Exo_12:12, Num_33:4)
· As a testimony of the greatness of God to Israel (Exo_15:11, Deu_4:34)

· To warn the nations – Rahab of Jericho 40 years later and  more than 400 years later, the Philistines remembered the Lord God of Israel as the one who plagued the Egyptians (1Sa_4:8). 
1Sa 4:8 Woe to us! who shall deliver us out of the hand of these mighty Gods? these are the Gods that smote the Egyptians with all the plagues in the wilderness. 

Chapter 11

v1 - garash = thrust out 

Gen 3:24 So he drove out (20x) the man 
v2 - sha'al = borrow/demand = payment for 400 years of servitude

The Israelites had enough gold and silver, precious stones, and other valuables to build the tabernacle. And that was after they had squandered a large amount of gold to make the Golden Calf, which was crushed and flushed down the stream. How affluent the Israelites had become is clear from the offerings they made for the construction of the tabernacle. 
Exodus 36:5-7 And they (the builders) spoke to Moses, saying, The people bring much more than enough for the service of the work, which the LORD commanded to make. 6 And Moses gave commandment, and they caused it to be proclaimed throughout the camp, saying, Let neither man nor woman make any more work for the offering of the sanctuary. So the people were restrained from bringing. 7 For the stuff they had was sufficient for all the work to make it, and too much.
v3 – Explains why the Egyptians gave rather willingly to the Israelites. They were impressed by Moses' miracles and his power over Pharaoh.  Everyone was convinced except Pharaoh.
v4-8 The announcement of the plague was an act of mercy. It left the door open to repentance.
Plague of the death of the firstborn was too selective to be caused by a disease.

The ultimate plague because the hope of the family was wrapped up in the firstborn.

Numbers 3:13 Because all the firstborn are mine; for on the day that I smote all the firstborn in the land of Egypt I hallowed to me all the firstborn in Israel, both man and beast: my shall they be: I am the LORD. (God is sovereign!)
v7 - that you may know how that the LORD does put a difference between the Egyptians and Israel. – called Sanctification
v9-10
that my wonders may be multiplied in the land of Egypt; 
- smiting of the firstborn
- protecting Israel in her flight 
- dividing the waters of the Red Sea 
- destruction of Pharaoh and his host in it 
Chapter 12
v1-6  Each household should take a lamb.
· God tells the children of Israel to remake their calendar
· the lamb is to live with the family for the four days until Passover.
· became part of the family, became cherished and was mourned

· The rabbis later determined that there should be at least ten people for each Passover lamb, and not more than twenty.
v7-11  Instructions for preparing and eating the Passover.
v12-13  The protection of the blood.
v14-20  The institution of Passover and Unleavened Bread as feasts.
(21-23) Moses tells the elders to do as God said.
(24-27a) Passover as an enduring ordinance.
(27b-28) The obedience of the people.
(29-30) God slays the firstborn of Egypt.
(31-36) The response of Pharaoh and the Egyptians.
(37-39) The children of Israel go out of Egypt.
(40-42) Passover as a solemn observance.
(43-49) Regulations for Passover.
(50-51) Departure from Egypt: the Exodus begins.
