Galatians 6:6-10

Galatians 6:6 Let him that is taught in the word communicate to him that teaches in all good things.

ESV:  Let the one who is taught the word share all good things with the one who teaches.
Koinōneō =
1) to come into communion or fellowship with, to become a sharer, be made a partner

2) to enter into fellowship, join one's self to an associate, make one's self a sharer or partner

The right relationship between teacher and taught, or minister and congregation, is one of koinonia, 'fellowship' or 'partnership'.  (John Stott)  It isn't payment; it is sharing.
him/one = singular = personal, not impersonal
Galatians 6:7 Be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatever a man sows, that shall he also reap.

Galatians 6:8 For he that sows to his flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he that sows to the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap life everlasting.

Be not deceived = By false Christians who discourage financially sharing with a pastor or discounts a Christian’s responsibility to share financially
God is not mocked = disobey God’s commands and expect to escape divine punishment
Galatians 6:9 And let us not be weary in well doing: for in due season we shall reap, if we faint not.

not be weary in well doing = consistent, faithful giving = Financial Peace University
Galatians 6:10 As we have therefore opportunity, let us do good to all men, especially to them who are of the household of faith.

As we have therefore opportunity = As/While/Since = not future
