Chapter 26 - Coverings and Curtains for the Tabernacle

A. Four sets of curtains for the tent itself.

v1-6  -  The fine linen curtain.
v6 - make fifty taches of gold, and couple the curtains together with the taches: and it shall be one tabernacle.
Make one continuous curtain = unity =for disassembly
Tache - Archaic a buckle, clasp, or hook
Gold = inside tabernacle tent

Bronze/Brass = outside tabernacle test

v7-13  -  The curtain made of goats' hair.
v11 - And thou shalt make fifty taches of brass, and put the taches into the loops, and couple the tent together, that it may be one.
v14  -  Two sets of coverings: ram skin dyed red, and badger skin.
The outer covering of badger skins was a durable and water resistant outer covering. It wasn't particularly beautiful to look at, but it was extremely comfortable.

When these four layers of curtains were laid on one another, the result was very dry and very dark tent. The only light came from the lampstand described in the previous chapter.

B. The framing system for the tabernacle.

v15-25  -  Boards for the sides of the tent.

Silver is the metal associated with redemption and payment for sin (Exo_21:32, Lev_5:15, 27:3, 27:6, Num_18:16, and Deu_22:19). Jesus was betrayed for silver (Mat_26:15). The tabernacle's foundation was silver - pointing to the redeeming work of Jesus Christ.

The silver of redemption also separated the tabernacle from the dirt of the desert floor. Jesus' redeeming work separates us from the world.
v26-30  -  Bars to join together the boards.
Gold mirrors on north and south

C. Two barriers: the veil and the screen.

v31-33  -  The veil.

Separates the Most Holy / Holy-of-Holies from the Holy Place

v34-35  -  The arrangement of furniture in the two rooms of the tabernacle.
Lampstand on the south & table  show bread on the north

v36-37  -  The screen for a door.
v37  And thou shalt make for the hanging five pillars of shittim wood, and overlay them with gold, and their hooks shall be of gold: and thou shalt cast five sockets of brass for them.
Since bronze (or brass) must be made with a refining fire, it pictures purity and endurance through trial. The entrance to the tabernacle hung on a symbolic foundation of what Jesus did for us
