Adult III – 27 Jan 13 – Notes on Exodus 29-30
Exodus 29 - The Consecration of the Priests
v29-41 - The week of consecration.
We have the right to receive and enjoy this priestly consecration and relationship based not only on the clear declaration of the New Testament (1 Peter 2:5 and 2:9) but also upon principles of the Old Covenant. 

Lev_22:11 says, But if the priest buys a person with his money, he may eat it; and one who is born in his house may eat his food. Since Jesus, our High Priest, has purchased us with His own life, we may eat of the priestly portion. And since we are born again as children of God - born in his house, the family of our High Priest - we also may eat his food and enjoy the priestly privileges of our High Priest.
Every day there was another large animal to sacrifice and use its blood for atonement. This daily ritual of animal sacrifice could not take away sin, only providing a temporary covering.

V42-46 - The week of consecration.
John 1:1-14  - Jesus tabernacled among us.

Exodus 30 - More Tabernacle Related Subjects

A. The altar of incense.

v1-5 - How to make the altar of incense.
· The altar of incense was made of wood overlaid with gold. It was 18 inches square & 3 feet high.
· Horns = power

· The altar of incense was also carried by the system of rings and poles, just like the Ark of the Covenant, the table of showbread, and the brazen altar with its grate.
v6-10 -  The use of the altar of incense.
· Outside the veil close to the Ark

· A place for man (Moses) to meet God

· Burning incense is symbolic the intercessory prayers of the saints, in the sweetness of its smell and the way it ascends to heaven (Rev_5:8 & Rev_8:3-4). 
· The ministry at the altar of incense daily shows how God's people should continually come to Him in prayer.

v11-16 - The reason for the ransom money.
· A census put Israel at risk of plague because a census (a numbering) signified ownership. This spoke against God's ownership of Israel, because a man only had the right to count or number what belonged to him. Israel didn't belong to Israel; Israel belonged to God. It was up to Him to command a counting.

· If a count was made that required receiving the ransom money (for their soul), it communicated the idea that a king owned Israel, which was God.
· Everyone had to pay their own ransom/redemption money.
· This money was given to the service of the tabernacle. There was a great deal of silver needed in the construction of the tabernacle, and this is how it was obtained.

v17-21 - The bronze laver.
· The bronze laver provides for the washing that is necessary for anyone who would come to God.

Psalm 24:3 Who shall ascend into the hill of the LORD? or who shall stand in his holy place?

Psalm 24:4 He that has clean hands, and a pure heart; …

v22-33 - The holy anointing oil.
· This oil was used for anointing the priests and the articles pertaining to service. It was regarded as a sacred compound that could not be imitated nor used as normal perfuming oil.

· It shall not be poured on man's flesh: Since oil is emblematic of the Holy Spirit, we see that the Holy Spirit is not poured out to enhance our flesh, but to glorify Himself.

· Nor shall you make any other like it . . . Holy Spirit is never to be imitated (Tongues? Prophecies? Word from God?).

v34-38 - The holy incense.
· The special incense for the tabernacle was made according to the same principles as the anointing oil. God didn't want this sacred smell - symbolizing the sweetness of prayer - to be used for human attraction or adornment.

· God was so concerned to protect the unique character of the tabernacle incense that He commanded excommunication for anyone who would make these holy things common.
