Exodus 34 - The Covenant Renewed
18 - Israel must keep the feast of Unleavened Bread.
· This was a feast speaking of their purity before God, when all leaven - a symbol of sin - was put away and Israel walked in a symbolic purity.
19-26 - Various laws, mostly regarding Israel's separation from other nations and unto the LORD.
· The true way to worship Jehovah is then pointed out, first of all negatively, in the prohibition against making molten images, 
· and then positively, by a command to observe the feast of Unleavened Bread 
· the consecration of the first-born connected with the Passover 
· the Sabbath (Exo_34:21), 
· the feasts of Weeks and Ingathering, 
· the appearance of the male members of the nation three times a year before the together with all the other instructions connected with them (Exo_34:25, Exo_34:26). 
· Before the last, however, the promise is introduced, that after the expulsion of the Canaanites, Jehovah would enlarge the borders of Israel (cf. Exo_23:31), and make their land so secure, that when they went up to the Lord three times in the year, no one should desire their land, because of the universal dread of the might of their God (Exo_23:27).
27-28
· Moses was to write down these words, the writing down of the fundamental conditions of the covenant was intended as a proof of its restoration. 

· Moses remained upon the mountain forty days, just as on the former occasion 

29-35 - Moses' face shines when he comes down from Mount Sinai.
· His close communion with God physically affected Moses. His face had a shining appearance that was so noticeable that people were afraid to come near him. So he covered his face with a veil.
· Why did Moses’ face not shine the first time he came down from the mount?

· Can people see the results of our communing with God?  Does it show in our face?

· Besides the two tables of stone, and the testimony written on them, he gave them all the other commands he was ordered to write in a book
· He kept back nothing from them, but encouraged them to keep all the Lord had commanded.

Exodus 35 - Offerings For the Tabernacle
v1-3 - The command to keep the Sabbath.
· There is a lot of work for Israel to do. They had to build a complex and exact Tabernacle of meeting. Yet before they do anything, they must enter into God's rest and respect the Sabbath.

· This was a strict call to obedience. Before they did the work of building the tabernacle, God first called Israel to the work of simple obedience. Basic obedience is a pre-requisite for doing work for the Lord.

4-9 - Receiving what is needed to build the tabernacle.
· This offering came from God's command, not from Moses. Notice what is asked for…
· God chooses to almost always fund His work through the willing gifts of His people. He works this way because we need to be a giving people.

· This idea is echoed in 2Co_9:7: So let each one give as he purposes in his heart, not grudgingly or of necessity; for God loves a cheerful giver.
