Exodus 35 - Offerings For the Tabernacle
10-19 - Coordinating the labor and planning the work for the tabernacle.
20-29 - Receiving the offering for building the tabernacle.
· God did the work in the hearts of his people.

· Though their hearts were willing, they didn't know what to give, when to give, or how to give until Moses led them. 
· Willing hearts still need to be told when there is a need and how they can meet that need.
· The people gave what they could. Not all could give gold or precious gems, but they could give some goat's hair. Certainly, a gift of goat's hair could be just as precious in God's sight as a gift of gold, if it was given with the right heart.
· Without a willing heart, costly offerings would be unacceptable; with it, the smallest will be accepted.
35:30-36:1 - The call of Bezaleel and Aholiab.
· God chose Bezaleel and Aholiab to be the "general contractors" for this building project. 

· He equipped them with a special outpouring of the Holy Spirit to do the work.
· God equips those that he calls.

Exodus 36 - Building the Tent of Meeting
2-7 - The offering is asked for.
· Again, even willing hearts need to be told "now is the time to give." 

· Moses let them know, and the people started bringing their offering to the Lord.
· Willing hearts will always give enough as God blesses the work - the people were restrained from bringing.
· Moses showed great integrity by not gathering more than the project needed.
The building and assembling of the curtains, boards, pillars, and veils of the tabernacle.

v8-13  - The curtains of an artistic design of cherubim – Exodus 26:1-6
v14-18 - The curtains of goat's hair – Exodus 26:7-13
