v1-8

The term “the sons of God” is only used in this chapter and in the book of Job where it refers clearly to angels.
ben elohim - sons of God

bath adam - daughters of man

Three interpretations:

1. Angelic beings/demons had sexual relations with women to produce offspring that would corrupt the seed of the woman and therefore frustrate God’s plan for the seed of woman to redeem man.

Mat 22:30  For in the resurrection they neither marry, nor are given in marriage, but are as the angels of God in heaven.
There is no indication in the Bible that Satan or any other spiritual being is able to create life.

2. Man practiced human husbandry, breeding humans to genetically engineer super humans.
3. “the sons of God” were kings or nobles who practiced polygamy in order to expand their political domain and their children became political giants

4. “the sons of God” were men of the generation of Seth who started to call upon the name of the LORD as we read in ch. 4:26. The daughters of men would then be the girls from the lineage of Cain, who had rejected the worship of God. “all which they chose”= polygamy?
2Co 6:14  Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness?

v3 Holy Spirit calling man to repentance

for that he also is flesh - Holman Christian Standard Bible translates "flesh" as "corrupt"
Age of man limited to 120… as if God is saying that is long enough to get it right with God.

v4 giants = Nephilim = meaning of fallen or fall upon, as falling up men as in an attack = skillful 

could be also powerful political or economic leaders who were totally consumed with evil
v6 repented/grieved the Lord = naham = "to breath deeply" as in pain or sorrow
Eph 4:30  And grieve not the holy Spirit of God, whereby ye are sealed unto the day of redemption. 

Eph 4:31  Let all bitterness, and wrath, and anger, and clamour, and evil speaking, be put away from you, with all malice:

Example of our repenting/grieving: Mat 5:4  Blessed are they that mourn: for they shall be comforted.
v7 And the LORD said, I will destroy man whom I have created from the face of the earth;

Not a localized flood!

v8 But Noah found grace – first occurrence of Grace in scripture

What is behind all of this evil in the world?

Satan may be trying to frustrate God's plan of redemption by alienating man from God…
Luk 1:30  And the angel said unto her, Fear not, Mary: for thou hast found favour with God.
charis = grace 130, favour 6
v9
Noah was a just (righteous 160/42)  man and perfect (without blemish/lamb) in his generations, and Noah walked with God  (like his great grandfather Enoch). 

Heb 11:7  By faith Noah, being warned of God of things not seen as yet, moved with fear, prepared an ark to the saving of his house; by the which he condemned the world, and became heir of the righteousness which is by faith.

2 Peter 2:5  And spared not the old world, but saved Noah the eighth person, a preacher of righteousness, bringing in the flood upon the world of the ungodly;
Rom 4:9  …faith was reckoned to Abraham for righteousness.

v14 "Make thee an ark…

Noah had never seen rain…faith!
Size of the ark: cubit = 18 inches or elbow to index finger

Luke 17:26-29 - as in the days of Noah…the second coming of Christ
