Quote from Commentary:

"Throughout the ages the ark has been a symbol of salvation. In it God carries his chosen people.

The fact that Noah built the ark in plain view and that he preached righteousness to the people who saw him build it, implies that others could have been saved also. The fact that nobody went into the ark besides Noah’s immediate family does not preclude the salvation of others. If others were not saved, it was because they did not want to be. In the same way people today are lost without Christ."

	God instructs Noah to prepare to enter the Ark (Genesis 7:1). Noah enters Ark, and God shuts door. (Genesis 7:16, 17) Intense rain falls 40 days and the fountains of the great deep opened up (Genesis 7:11, 12)

	Water covers the earth in the next 110 days and starts to recede. (Genesis 7:17, 24) Ark rests on the mountains of Ararat (assuming 30 days to a month). (Genesis 8:3, 4)

	Tops of the mountains were seen. (Genesis 8:5)

	After an additional 40 days, Noah sends a raven out of the Ark. (Genesis 8:6, 7)
