Chapter 27
v1-5  Isaac is getting old (117-137 - same age as Ishmael when he died - Gen 25:17) 
and is blind (God's providence?) 
but still has 43 years to live.
Genesis 35:28  And the days of Isaac were an hundred and fourscore years (180).

Esau - 77 years old if Isaac is 137, Esau has been married 37 years, married when 40 (Gen 26:34)
v2 - I know not the day of my death - We must or should live in the constant expectation of death/rapture.
v4 -savory meat  -  lost his sight but not his taste nor his appetite
** The fact Isaac is trying to dispense the blessing secretly shows he knew what he was wrong.

v6-29 

v7  - Bring me venison, and make me savory meat, that I may eat, and bless thee before the LORD before my death.  (Did Rekekah hear this or did she add it on?)
Esau makes no attempt to tell his father that he sold his birthright to Jacob. Either he had never taken the deal seriously or he was embarrassed about it or he had conveniently forgotten it.
v8 - obey my voice - Instead of trusting God to fulfill what He had promised in Gen_25:23, she goes about to "do what is right" in the flesh.

v10 - that he may bless thee before his death; 

v12 - I shall seem to him as a deceiver - Jacob knows what he is doing is wrong
v13 - Upon me be thy curse, my son: - Rebekah knows what she is doing is wrong
v15/16 - Rebekah took Esau clothes (before putting them in the washing machine) & goat skin

v20 - Jacob brings God's name into the deception
v22 - the voice is Jacob's
v26 & 27 - Isaac asked for a kiss and Jacob gave a kiss
Nowhere else, but in Judas’ betrayal of Jesus, is there a larger distance between affection and a kiss

v27 and he smelled the smell of his raiment, and blessed him

Jacob’s wearing of Esau’s clothing is an illustration in the negative of our being clothed with the righteousness of Jesus Christ. The only way we can be an aroma of Christ among men is if God smells Jesus Christ in us.

v28-29 - BLESSING - cursed be every one that curseth thee, and blessed be he that blesseth thee. (Abraham Gen 12:3. - and all peoples on earth will be blessed through you.”)  
Not only did Isaac lose his vision but he lost the vision of the Messiah.
Rebekah knew by the divine oracle the blessing belonged to Jacob, Gen_25:23, 

By the sale of the birthright to Jacob, Esau knew he is doing wrong Gen_25:33,  

Esau also probably forfeited the birthright by marrying the pagan Canaanite women, Gen_26:34; 

Rebekah was right in what should happen, but wrong in the ways and means she took to get it for Jacob.

All knew they were doing wrong, yet God was working out his perfect will in spite of man's efforts.

v30-40
v33  - yea, and he shall be blessed.

Hebrews 11:20  By faith Isaac blessed Jacob and Esau concerning things to come.
Isaac confirmed that the blessing he accidentally pronounced on the wrong person would stand as an act of God. He implied in this that God had overruled his foolishness.  He had attempted to obstruct God’s purpose with his insistence to bless Esau over Jacob.
v34 - Esau cried. See Hebrews 12:14-17

14Follow peace with all men, and holiness, without which no man shall see the Lord: 15Looking diligently lest any man fail of the grace of God; lest any root of bitterness springing up trouble you, and thereby many be defiled; 16Lest there be any fornicator, or profane person, as Esau, who for one morsel of meat sold his birthright. 17For ye know how that afterward, when he would have inherited the blessing, he was rejected: for he found no place of repentance, though he sought it carefully with tears.
v39 - See handout

v40 - by the sword…and it shall come to pass when thou shalt have the dominion, that thou shalt break his yoke from off thy neck. …???
2 Kings_8:20 Nation of Edom had its own king.

But is this being played out in modern day events? ? ?
Esau's 3rd wife was a daughter if Ishmael (Genesis 28:9&36:3)  Mahalath/Bashemath Ishmael's daughter

v41-46

v41- Esau did not need to do anything right now but after Isaac died he planned to kill Jacob.
v42 - as touching thee, doth comfort himself - H. nacaum 
v43-45 - "obey my voice" - a second time - sent Jacob to family members
v46 - Cover story to Isaac and some truth
Q - Why didn't God just let Jacob come out of his mother’s womb first, if he was to receive the blessing of the first born?
God put these people to the test and they all failed yet God's perfect will prevailed.
Thru this story in scripture we can see how the living faith and personal relationship with God that Abraham possessed has deteriorated in the person of Isaac…God has no grandchildren!!!
