Chapter 12
v7-11  Instructions for preparing and eating the Passover.
There were two important requirements that had to be accomplished when the lamb was killed. The

blood had to be applied to the doorpost, and the lamb had to be roasted and eaten. The two actions

exemplified protection and sustenance.

v7

manner in which blood applied could have mad e a cross

v8

roasted = fire of God’s wrath

unleavened = sinless

bitter herbs = bitterness of the cross
v9

not raw = half cooked

not sodden = not boiled

with the purtenance = with the entrals
v10 

let nothing remain = totally consume (Christ)

anything let is worldly and judged by fire

v11

be ready to leave in haste = 430 years they had been in Egypt but leaving in hours

v12 The protection of the blood. 
Hebrews 11:28 Through faith he (Moses) kept the passover, and the sprinkling of blood, lest he that destroyed the firstborn should touch them.
Rev 7:2 And I saw another angel ascending from the east, having the seal of the living God: and he cried with a loud voice to the four angels, to whom it was given to hurt the earth and the sea,

Rev 7:3 Saying, Hurt not the earth, neither the sea, nor the trees, till we have sealed the servants of our God in their foreheads.
v13-20  The institution of Passover and Unleavened Bread as feasts.
Passover began on the 10th; on the 14th they ate the Passover, and this was the first day of unleavened bread; then for the next seven days (14th-21st), they were to eat only unleavened bread.
Leaven was a picture of sin and corruption, because of the way a little leaven influences a whole lump of dough, and also because of the way leaven "puffs up" the lump - even as pride and sin makes us "puffed up."

Significantly, God called them to walk "unleavenedly/sinlessly" after their initial deliverance from Egypt. Symbolically, they were being called to a pure walk with the Lord.

v21-23 Moses tells the elders how to do what God said 
called the elders = those with authority

dip hyssop in the blood + 1,400 years later

John 19:28-30  After this, Jesus knowing that all things were now accomplished, that the scripture might be fulfilled, saith, I thirst. 29  Now there was set a vessel full of vinegar: and they filled a sponge with vinegar, and put it upon hyssop, and put it to his mouth. 30  When Jesus therefore had received the vinegar, he said, It is finished: and he bowed his head, and gave up the ghost.
vinegar/sour wine/cheap wine = H. oxos = the mixture of sour wine and water which the Roman soldiers were accustomed to drinking

Both Matthew and Mark mention the occasion but refer to the plant using the general term “kalamos”, which is translated as "reed" or "stick."

v24-28  Passover as an enduring ordinance and the obedience of the people.
It is important that we witness to our children and teach them obedience

Most important concept = Then the children of Israel went away and they did so
John 14:15  If you love me, keep my commandments.
Ecclesiastes 12:13-14 Let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter: Fear God, and keep his commandments: for this is the whole duty of man. 14 For God shall bring every work into judgment, with every secret thing, whether it be good, or whether it be evil.

v29-30  God slays the firstborn of Egypt.
there was a great cry in Egypt = I wish I had taken the blood = what can I do to be saved? – take the blood
v31-36  The response of Pharaoh and the Egyptians.
Driven out/urgent/in hast… v36 “And they spoiled the Egyptians.”   Promised to Abraham…600+ prior
Genesis 15:13-14 And he said to Abram, Know of a surety that your seed shall be a stranger in a land that is not their's, and shall serve them; and they shall afflict them four hundred years;  14 And also that nation, whom they shall serve, will I judge: and afterward shall they come out with great substance.

v31-32 - go, serve the LORD… and bless me also.
v37-42  The children of Israel go out of Egypt and Passover as a solemn observance.
v37 - from Rameses to Succoth – within the Land of Goshen, staging for the move
600,000 men = 2M total – try to imagine moving 2M people at night, another miracle = SOS, Scoot Over Some
v38 - a mixed multitude went up also with them – Egyptians and foreigners

(50-51) Departure from Egypt: the Exodus begins.
